LETTER FROM FR. RYSZARD
THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD

"Today's feast officially concludes the Christmas celebrations. We see the
adult Jesus approaching the Jordan River, where his predecessor—the last
prophet of the Old Testament and the first of the New Testament—John
the Baptist, calling for conversion, baptizes.

All those awaiting the coming of the Savior, an event that at that time
deeply touched the hearts of people in Israel, lined up to receive this
baptism as a sign of conversion. It may be surprising that Jesus, who, as
the Son of God, had no need of conversion at all, also joined the queue
However, God's plan of salvation took into account the natural process
developed in the traditions of other pagan religions, which used ritual
washings to achieve spiritual purification.

Jesus incorporates these customs into his strategy and changes their
meaning, though not their appearance. He approaches John and receives
baptism from his hands (a ritual ablution as a sign of conversion), which
in this case proves to be a revelation of God's power (obtaining God's
grace, i.e, new life in God).

As a result of this baptism, God's voice appears, accompanied by a dove,
assuring us of God's intervention hidden behind the rite itself: "This is my
Son, with whom | am well pleased.” This is not only about the authority of
God Himself, who stands behind Jesus' gesture, but about the significance
of this gesture for His later followers, for baptism in the nhame of Jesus
(and in Him, the entire Holy Trinity), by the power of His saving work on the
cross, receives the sign of new life in God, and thus of God's grace, making
us adopted children of God.

This does not mean that God's grace does not also affect the unbaptized,
but baptism is always a shorter path to God's salvation. Why not take
advantage of it if one has the opportunity and the desire?

Jednakze plan Bozego zbawienia wzigt pod uwage naturalny proces,
jaki sie uksztattowat w tradycji innych religii poganskich, ktoére korzystaty
z obmy¢€ rytualnych, by uzyska¢ duchowe oczyszczenie.

Jezus wpisuje te zwyczaje w swojq strategie i zmienia ich znaczenie,
choé nie wyglgd zewnetrzny. Podchodzi do Jana i przyjmuje z jego rgk
chrzest (rytualng ablucje jako znak nawrécenia), ktéry w tym przypadku
okazuje sie objawieniem Bozej mocy (uzyskaniem faski Bozej, tj. nowego
zycia w Bogu), bowiem w wyniku tego chrztu pojawia sie gtos Bozy, wraz
z gotebicq, zapewniajgcy o Bozej interwenciji, ktéra kryje sie za samym
rytem: ,To jest moj Syn, w ktorym mam upodobanie”.

Nie chodzi tu tylko o autorytet samego Boga, ktory stoi za gestem
Jezusa, ale o znaczenie tego gestu dla pozniejszych Jego nasladowcow,
bowiem chrzest w imie Jezusa (a w Nim i catej Tréjcy Swietej), mocq
Jego dziela zbawczego na krzyzu, przyjmuje znak nowego zycia w Bogu,
a wiec taski Bozej, czynigc nas przybranymi dzie€mi Bozymi.

La fiesta de hoy concluye oficialmente las celebraciones navidenas.
Vemos a Jesus adulto acercandose al rio Jordén, donde su predecesor
—el dltimo profeta del Antiguo Testamento y el primero del Nuevo
Testamento—, Juan el Bautistq, instando a la conversion, bautiza. Todos
los que esperaban la venida del Salvador, un acontecimiento que en
aquel entonces conmovié profundamente el corazén del pueblo de
Israel, hicieron fila para recibir este bautismo como sefial de conversion.
Puede resultar sorprendente que Jesds, quien, como Hijo de Dios, no
necesitaba conversion alguna, también se uniera a la fila.

Sin embargo, el plan de salvaciéon de Dios tuvo en cuenta el proceso
natural desarrollado en las tradiciones de otras religiones paganas, que
utilizaban lavamientos rituales para lograr la purificacion espiritual.
JesUs incorpora estas costumbres a su estrategia y cambia su
significado, aunque no su apariencia. Se acerca a Juan y recibe el
bautismo de sus manos (una ablucién ritual como signo de conversién),
lo que en este caso resulta ser una revelacion del poder de Dios
(obteniendo la gracia de Dios, es decir, nueva vida en Dios).

Como resultado de este bautismo, aparece la voz de Dios, acompanada
de una paloma, que nos asegura la intervencién divina oculta tras el
propio rito: «<Este es mi Hijo, en quien me complazco». Esto no se refiere
solo a la autoridad de Dios mismo, quien respalda el gesto de Jesus, sino
a la importancia de este gesto para sus seguidores posteriores, pues el
bautismo en el nombre de Jesus (y en El, toda la Santisima Trinidad), por
el poder de su obra salvifica en la cruz, recibe la sefal de la nueva vida
en Dios y, por lo tanto, de la gracia de Dios, haciéndonos hijos adoptivos
de Dios.

Esto no significa que la gracia de Dios no afecte también a los no
bautizados, sino que el bautismo siempre es un camino mas corto hacia
la salvacién de Dios. ¢Por qué no aprovecharlo si se tiene la oportunidad
y el deseo?

Mini Reflection: When the voice of God declares, “This is my
beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased,” he is referring, of
course, to Jesus. But | think He would say the same of John the
Baptist — and of all those who welcome Jesus into the waters,
ready to do as he bids.

When Jesus Wades In
Usually, when God comes to us, we aren’t ready.

We think we are. Like John the Baptist, we stand in our waters
of baptism, certain of our mission. We know how it's going to
go. We know what's going to be asked of us. We're sure of it.

Christ wades into the waters. And he screws up all our plans.

To be clear, | don't think John the Baptist lacks faith when

he balks at the idea of baptizing Jesus. | think it is, in fact,

a testament to his humility. But whatever motivated John's
actions, he is — if even for a brief moment — hesitating to do
the will of God. Just a few chapters after this in the Gospel

of Matthew, Jesus will acknowledge that John is the greatest
person “born of women” — with the caveat that even he is not
perfect enough for the Kingdom of Heaven.

Not yet.

Jesus didn't give John an explanation as the two stood in the
River Jordan. He merely said, “Allow it for now.” John could
have resisted further, demanding to understand why. He could
have grown suspicious at the simplicity of Jesus' answer, at the
strangeness of this request. He could have clung desperately
to his version of How Things Are Supposed To Be, and in doing
50, fostered doubt in his heart. He could have even stormed off,
confused and angry.

He did none of these things, because John is, as Jesus says, the
greatest born of women.

At times, temptation seems so powerful
that it is almost impossible to resist. How
can | be stronger in my resolve to avoid
sin and temptation?

Answer:

The saints have written that every human
person desires the good. In a sense,

we don't desire sin itself. Temptation is
powerful because there is at least some
bit of good in it. Even in the blackest

of sin, there is something good that
becomes twisted. We can look for good
in sin when we feel it is lacking in our own
life. When we lack true relational intimacy,
it can be easy to turn to lust. When we
lack confidence in God in our own lives,

it can be easy to judge others or to grasp
for control over situations. When we lack
peace in the present moment, it can be
easy to compete with others or to treat
others poorly in our quest for success.

Overcoming temptation isn't just about
repressing our sinful desires. If that’s all
we do, they'll just burst out someplace
else! If there is a recurring temptation in
your life, prayerfully consider why this is
so appealing to you. Submit this to God
and bring it to a wise person. And in the
meantime, continue to resist temptation
to sin. If we fail to choose God in small
choices, we're several steps down the
road towards failing in larger ones. Pray
for the grace to persevere!
