LETTER FROM FR. RYSZARD

"The Lord is a judge without
partiality," we read today in the
Book of Sirach, one of the last
books of the Old Testament, which
summarizes all of human wisdom
to date. God has a special
preference for the poor and those
exploited by others because of their
poverty. At that time, these were
the widows and orphans
mentioned in the first reading.
These disadvantaged people have a
special preference for God because
they are always in a vulnerable
position, and no one intercedes for
them. Therefore, only God remains
for them. Similarly, today we have
many people in a vulnerable
position because they were not
born wealthy, nor do they come
from such families. They are
immigrants who do not know the

culture and language, so they are
sometimes exploited by the more
privileged; for example, they may
be victims of human smugglers, etc.
Human misery today seems much
more tragic and sophisticated than
it once was. But when such a poor
person ‘'cries out, the Lord will
surely answer him," the psalmist
tells us. As the Old Testament
author further argues: "The prayer
of the humble pierces the clouds
and is not comforted until it
reaches its goal. It will not depart
until the Most High sees and
defends the righteous and renders
righteous judgment." Of course,
this is Old Testament thinking. Paul
the Apostle, representing the New
Testament, exploits his situation as
a victim of persecution and sees
himself as a sacrifice united with

Christ for the salvation of the
world. He sees it as participation in
an athletic competition in which,
through martyrdom, he finishes his
race. Spiritual sacrifice is also
expressed in good intention
combined with faith, pointing to
the Divine source of life's graces,
and in a humble attitude of reliance
on God. This is a Christian ideal.
Certainly, a self-righteous arrogant
man (Pharisee), unaffected by life,
will not receive God's graces, even
though he asks for them. Only a
humble sinner (tax collector),
confessing his sins and tested daily,
has a chance of God's hearing. We
must always remember this when
asking God for His graces. And if we
do this in offering heart even
better.
