LETTER FROM FR. RYSZARD  

The secret of a person's greatness is 
humility and the recognition by 
that person of his place in life so 
that he can begin to realize God's 
plan for which each person was 
created. In general, the meaning of 
our lives can be summarized in this 
way. The wisdom of the Old 
Testament drew a very important 
conclusion from observations of 
everyday life that "The greater you 
are, the more humble yourself, and 
you will find favor with the Lord," 
because only a humble person 
recognizes God. "There is no cure 
for the disease of the proud 
(unfortunately), because the seed 
of evil has taken root in him." Jesus 
Christ became for us a unique, clear 
revelation, who gave us access to 
the true God glorified in His new 
Church proclaiming the goodness of 
God. It is from the perspective of 
His teaching and the divine wisdom 

that He revealed to the world that 
we know that the greatest before 
God is the one who humbles 
himself, because in this way he 
shows through his life the greatness 
of God himself, who through him 
realizes the plan prepared for him. 
"Everyone who exalts himself will 
in turn be humbled, and he who 
humbles himself will be exalted." 
Jesus illustrates this teaching with 
his parable about the invitation of 
guests to a feast by one of the 
leaders of the Pharisees. He then 
observed how many of them, 
practically every one, occupied the 
first places. Experience teaches us 
that when someone more worthy 
than the one who has already 
occupied a better place comes; he 
will unfortunately have to move to 
the last one due to the intervention 
of the host. The standards of divine 
spirituality sensitize us to the 

careful and humble taking always 
the last place in such cases and not 
only. It is best to show an attitude 
of humility in getting involved in 
the works of God and in a 
community, not necessarily related 
to the important and dignified 
persons, so that through them one 
can see the action of God himself. 
Our merit will be all the greater 
later. Many of us do this on a daily 
basis.

Tajemnicą wielkości człowieka jest 
pokora i uznanie przez tegoż 
człowieka swojego miejsca w życiu 
tak, by zaczął on realizować plan 
Boży, dla którego każdy został 
stworzony.

realizuje plan dla niego przygotowany. 
„Każdy, kto się wywyższa, z kolei, 
będzie poniżony, a kto się uniża, 
będzie wywyższony”. Jezus obrazuje tę 
naukę swoją przypowieścią o 
zaproszeniu gości na ucztę przez 
jednego z przywódców faryzeuszów. 
Zaobserwował wtedy, jak wielu z 
nich, właściwie każdy, zajmowali 
pierwsze miejsca. Doświadczenie 
uczy, że gdy przyjdzie ktoś 
godniejszy od tego, który już zajął 
lepsze miejsce, będzie musiał 
niestety pod wpływem interwencji 
gospodarza przesiąść się dalej. 

Standarty Boskiej duchowości 
wyczulają nas na ostrożne i pokorne 
zajmowanie zawsze ostatniego 
miejsca w podobnych przypadkach i 
nie tylko. Najlepiej w angażowaniu 
się w dzieła Boże i społeczności, 
niekoniecznie bogatej i dostojnej, 
wykazawać postawę pokory, by 
przez nie można zobaczyć działanie 
samego Boga.

El secreto de la grandeza de una 
persona reside en la humildad y en 
el reconocimiento de su lugar en la 
vida, para que pueda comenzar a 
comprender el plan de Dios para el 
cual fue creada. En general, el 
sentido de nuestra vida se puede 
resumir así. La sabiduría del 
Antiguo Testamento extrajo una 
conclusión fundamental de la vida 
cotidiana: «Cuanto más grande 
seas, más humilde te humillarás y 
hallarás favor ante el Señor», 
porque solo una persona humilde 
reconoce a Dios. «No hay cura para 
la enfermedad del orgulloso (por 
desgracia), porque la semilla del 
mal ha echado raíces en él».
